Attached is a listing of the Title I Migrant Education Program (MEP) allocations for the 2007–08 school year and the summer of 2008.

Note:  After this year, changes may be made to the regular year and summer allocations by the Comprehensive Needs Assessment results and input from the Migrant Education Practitioners’ committee.  The data elements may change, and information will be shared as soon as decisions are made.  

The state allocation for the MEP program will remain the same as 2006–07; we have kept the amount for the school district allocation table total at the same level as last year as well.  The base funding amount has increased this year by $75.14, due to a decrease in student participation statewide.  We expect this trend of fewer student participation to continue into the future.  

The following are the basis for this allocation table:

The average number of students enrolled each month for K-12 and children ages 3–5 (not yet in kindergarten) was taken from data reported to the Migrant Student Information System (MSIS)  for the period, September 1, 2005-August 31, 2006.  The number of migrant students ages 3-5 is the average enrolled and served in preschool programs; districts provided us with this data.  The preschool services to be offered must be described in the needs and narrative sections of the iGrants application.  

The priority interruption is based on students who had a qualifying move during the regular school year (September 2005 through June 2006). This interruption, combined with the greatest in need students, are priority for services, as designated in No Child Left Behind legislation. 

The small school factor, if a district has less that 1000 total student enrollment, is as follows:  
1) If the amount of the final allocation is under $25,000, an additional  $10,000 is added to the allocation.  2) If the amount allocated is between $25,000 and $74,499, an additional $5,000 is added to the allocation.  3)  If the amount allocated is over $75,000, no additional amount is added to the allocation.
The summer 2008 allocation is based on the 2006 summer school reported data.  The summer FTE is based on the number of days of enrollment by all students Pre-K through Grade 8 divided by 109 days, the total days typically available in the summer.  The PASS units completed and the local credits earned are from the data reported into the MSIS.
