As you know State Transitional Bilingual Instructional Program (STBIP) exit criteria has been an ongoing discussion over several months.  Input regarding the exit criteria has been solicited and discussed at regional meetings and through K-20 broadcasts.  The criteria have now been made final and establish the Washington Language Proficiency Test II (WLPT –II) as the only assessment by which a student may exit the State Transitional Bilingual Instructional Program.

The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI), under requirements established by RCW 28A.180.060, shall identify the process and criteria to be used to determine when a student is no longer eligible for transitional bilingual instruction pursuant to RCW 28A.180.010 through 28A.180.080.  In order to comply with this requirement, students must be assessed annually by the WLPT-II and may exit from the STBIP using the following assessment score:

Derived from Reading, Writing, Listening, and Speaking
	TRANSITIONAL — LEVEL 4


No other assessment will be used to exit students from the State Transitional Bilingual Instructional Program.
