The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction conducts periodic comprehensive, objective reviews of instructional materials to determine their degree of alignment to the Washington State standards.  Reports for past instructional material reviews can be accessed online at http://www.k12.wa.us/CurriculumInstruct/resources.aspx. 
In an effort to help districts save money when purchasing aligned instructional materials, our office has developed a Washington State Master Price Agreement (MPA) with publishers whose materials align strongly to our state standards and priorities as determined through the state instructional material reviews conducted for core/comprehensive instructional materials for Reading.  Programs included in all material reviews were voluntarily submitted by the publishing companies.  

The MPAs allow all districts in our state to benefit from a consistent pricing structure for a period of six years.  The publishers below have agreed to charge a price for their materials that is not greater than is charged for the same instructional materials in any other state or territory of the United States.  If these programs are adopted in your district you can obtain the MPA price during this period either directly through the publisher or through Northwest Textbook Depository (www.nwtd.com).  It is also important to note that districts are not limited to purchasing the programs included in the MPAs.
