All students receiving English language acquisition services through the State’s Transitional Bilingual Instructional Program (STBIP) or Title III must be assessed annually with the WLPT-II during the spring testing window. The annual assessment provides a measure of each student’s language skills in the areas of reading, writing, speaking, and listening. 

The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI), through the Departments of Migrant/Bilingual Education and Assessment & Reseach, will conduct a series of four workshops designed to meet state and federal annual assessment requirements and the certification of trainers for the administration and scoring of the Washington Language Proficiency Test-II Placement Test. 

Please be advised, only school personnel who have received training will be allowed to administer and score the WLPT-II Placement Test. In order to assist districts, OSPI has scheduled four regional Trainer of Trainers workshops to be held on August 14-31, 2007, statewide.  These workshops are being offered so that districts have an employee that is certified to train staff who will do the assessments: If your district does not already have a certified employee that has been certified through the workshops offered last school year, please make sure to do so during this series of workshops.
