Appeals for Technology Allocation and National Board Challenging 

School Bonus

Purpose
The Legislature funded many new items this past session, including a one-time technology allocation and an additional $5,000 bonus for teachers with a National Board Certification teaching in a challenging school.  This memorandum provides additional information about appeals and reporting requirements for these two allocations.
One-time Technology Allocation
This funding is allocated to a district based on $11,000 per high school, $6,000 per middle or junior high school, and $3,000 per elementary school meeting certain minimum enrolment levels.  The allocation method and rules were sent out to districts in Memorandum No. 038-07M.
District Appeals

Districts may appeal their technology allocation amount based on enrollment data.  If a district finds OSPI has incorrect information about enrollment for a school, please submit an appeal with the correct student counts by grade.  Based on appeals submitted, OSPI will refer to the enrollment data in the Core Student Records System (CSRS) to verify the appeal.  If OSPI approves the appeal, the additional money will be allocated with October apportionment.

Institution Funding

After the appeals are decided, allocations for Institutions will be determined and finalized.  This money will be allocated in October apportionment.

Reporting

In order to report back to the Legislature on the use of these funds, OSPI has posted a short form on iGrants https://eds.ospi.k12.wa.us/iGrants/ (Form Package 374, Technology Upgrades and Improvements Report) for districts to report their actual or projected expenditures related to this one-time allocation by December 1, 2007. 

National Board Bonus
To encourage National Board Certified Teachers (NBCT) to teach in challenging schools, policy makers enacted a second $5,000 bonus for NBCTs who also teach in challenging schools.  Challenging schools are designated as those schools with at least 70% of students eligible for Free or Reduced Price Lunch (FRPL).  OSPI uses two sources, Child Nutrition and CSRS, for prior year FRPL percentage and uses the higher number of the two.

District Appeals

Districts wishing to appeal a school’s designation must be able to provide compelling evidence that the FRPL percentage in either the child nutrition data or the CSRS is wrong and if corrected would support a higher percentage that would change the designation of the school.  Revision to CSRS data supporting this appeal must be made by December 21, 2007. FRPL percentages for Child Nutrition has an update deadline of March 15, therefore this number cannot be changed.  School District appeals must be received by OSPI by January 7, 2008.  Final determination of appeals will be made by January 18, 2008.   OSPI will not consider appeals from individuals or schools. 
Appeal Submission
Districts wishing to submit an appeal on their Technology Allocation shall send their written appeal by October 5, 2007.  Districts wishing to submit an appeal on their building designation as a Challenging School shall send their written appeal by January 11, 2008 to:
