The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) is seeking participants to participate in the K–12 Mathematics Standards Revision Process.

As many of you are aware, House Bill 1906 required the State Board of Education (SBE) to convene an independent math panel and consultant to conduct a review of our existing K–12 mathematics standards (EALRs and GLEs). The firm, Strategic Teaching (led by Linda Plattner), completed the review and has submitted a final report with recommendations for revisions to the standards. The final review report and recommendations can be found on the SBE website (www.sbe.wa.gov).

During the next four months, OSPI will be considering the recommendations from the report and revising the K–12 mathematics standards. We will be contracting with an external organization to provide leadership for this important and urgent project. A competitive Request for Proposal process has been conducted, and in the coming days, we will be announcing the organization selected to be our partner in this work.

Part of the revision process will include convening groups of mathematics stakeholders from Washington State to participate in this process.  The membership of the groups participating in the revision process will be representative of the state’s population in terms of geography, gender, and ethnicity. Additionally the teams will reflect a diverse group of mathematics teachers, mathematicians, school district and/or ESD curriculum experts, Higher Education mathematics faculty, business representatives, and community members.
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Meetings will take place in the SeaTac area (exact location to be announced). OSPI will cover lodging, travel, meals, and substitute reimbursements, where needed, provided that state guidelines and procedures are followed. Clock hours will be available at no cost.
