The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) will conduct a review of sexuality education programs intended for use in K-12 public schools.  This review will be conducted to fulfill the requirements of the Healthy Youth Act, ESSB 5297, passed by the 2007 Washington State Legislature, that requires OSPI to review sexuality education materials based on the 2005 Guidelines for Sexual Health and Disease Prevention. The materials review process will provide a significant professional development opportunity as well as a chance to become familiar with the variety of materials available for sexuality education, best practices, and research on effective programs.
