The Washington Small Repair Grant program (SRG) has been allocated $4,000,000 by the 2007 Legislature to implement small construction projects that K-12 public schools require to resolve nonrecurring costs associated with urgent health and safety school repairs and renovations.
Successful SRG projects will demonstrate needed repair in one or more of the areas of Health and Safety; Fire and Life Safety Code; Immediate Accessibility Needs; and Hazardous Substance Abatement.  The projects for each school district cannot total more than $100,000, per three year period. Actual awards will depend on the specifics of each project.
