Reporting Data Related to Professional Development for Mathematics and Science Allocation

Purpose
OSPI allocated the funds for Professional Development for mathematics and science using formula estimates driven by student enrollment.  The agency recognizes these formulas may not accurately account for all the teachers in the district that provide mathematics and science classes.  To prepare a request for more Professional Development funds for mathematics and science from the Legislature, OSPI needs school districts to report actual student enrollment in mathematics and science classes and a headcount of teachers providing math and science curriculum. 
Reporting Instructions
To report student and teacher data, access the “Mathematics and Science Professional Development Reporting Form” via the iGrants system https://eds.ospi.k12.wa.us/iGrants/Default.aspx.
1. For purposes of this reporting, districts may estimate the student full time equivalent (FTE) based upon number of classes or credit equivalencies earned using the five hour a day standard for student FTE.
2. Capture information for the first quarter or semester for school year 2007-08.  When reporting the number of classroom teachers, include those teachers in Basic Education-Program 01 in Table 2.  Additional teachers not already reported in Table 2 that teach in Special Education-Program 21, State and Federal Vocational-Programs 31 and 38, State and Federal Skills Center-Programs 45 and 46, Disadvantaged (Title 1)-Program 51, Learning Assistance Program-Program 55, Promoting Academic Success-Program 63, Student Achievement-Program 66, Highly Capable-Program 74 should be reported in Table 3.

3. Report teachers based upon their primary grade of focus and count them only once by grade.
4. Middle/Junior and High School teachers teaching separate classes for both mathematics and science shall be counted as “1” in each subject area.
5. Report is due November 15, 2007.
