	RCW 28A.655.061 now says that students who have not met standard on the 10th grade math WASL (or CAA Option) must continue to earn math credit and to take the math WASL annually—this will need to be a student learning plan element for those students.
	The legislation focuses on students meeting graduation requirements.  Therefore, science should be included in Student Learning Plans only for the classes of 2013 and beyond .

Student Learning Plans are only triggered by failure to meet standard in Grades 4, 7, 10 for Reading, Writing, and Math and grades 5, 8, and 10 for Science.  For example a 5th grade student would need a plan based on failure to meet standard on the 4th grade test; that plan would be maintained until the student subsequently meets standard.


Science included only for classes of 2013 and beyond (current 6th and 7th graders based on the 5th grade WASL).


Math plan for classes of 2008-2012 must include:  Earn Math Credit(s) & take Math WASL annually.
