In Substitute House Bill 1128, Sections 6-8, the 2007 Legislature provided financial support and expectations for mathematics and science professional development for fourth and fifth grade teachers and mathematics teachers in middle and high schools. The legislation provides clear expectations regarding the focus and timing of the professional development for each school year included in the 2007-09 biennium (see Table 1). For detailed bill language and additional details regarding school district allocations, please refer to the “PD Matrix” document found on the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) web site at http://www.k12.wa.us/SAFS/Misc/BudPrep07/PD%20Matrix%20updated%206-22.doc.
Educational Service Districts (ESDs) have received funding for fiscal year 2007-08 for a Mathematics Coordinator to support districts with professional development for teachers. In 2008-09, funding will also support a Science Coordinator at each ESD. These coordinators are available in each ESD region as a resource for identifying appropriate professional development aligned with the expectations of SHB 1128. 

Table 2 provides the contact information for each ESD Assistant Superintendent and Mathematics Coordinator. The OSPI January Conference in Spokane will provide an overview session of the professional development resources offered by each ESD.

Pursuant to SHB 1128, each school district is receiving funding through the monthly apportionment process based upon legislative assumptions and formulas. To gather better information about the number of students taking science and math classes and teachers teaching these classes, OSPI issued Memorandum 055-07M from School Apportionment and Financial Services in October 2007. This memorandum requested actual data about students and teachers through the OSPI iGrants system with a due date of November 15, 2007.

* Please note that in order to generate an allocation under this subsection, a teacher must participate in specialized professional development that leads to the implementation of mathematics and science courses that add new rigor to the math and science course offerings in the school.
Districts will be expected to provide data to OSPI regarding the types of professional development in which teachers participated. More information about the reporting requirements will be disseminated in winter 2008. 

Additional funding was generated for each district based upon an assumed number of additional days as reflected in Table 1 below. This assumption does not dictate the number of days that a district must provide to each teacher. Funding generated by these days may be used in a variety of ways to support the additional professional development for Math and Science.
