Grant Funds for Peer Coach Training
Enhanced Peer Coaching is a professional development program designed for educators who are new to peer coaching or who want to expand their peer coaching skills. Ideal candidates will be familiar with the basic principles of peer coaching, learner-centered instruction and technology integration. 
The positive outcomes of peer coaching programs are well documented in research. Educators report that the collegial, just-in-time learning and job-embedded support of a peer coach leads to achievable, transformative changes in instructional practice.

Successful grant recipients will receive $9,000 funded through the federal Title II, Part D: Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) program. 
This grant funds 10 days of professional development through the Educational Technology Support Center Program, travel, substitute teacher costs, and equipment and software for participating classrooms.

Eligibility Rules
Eligible applicants are public school teachers certified by Washington State and library media specialists who have regular access to a classroom in an eligible school district. 
Educators who are previous Enhanced Peer Coaching Grant Program awardees are not eligible to apply for the 2009-11 program. 

This memorandum includes a list of all the eligible school districts that meet strict federal requirements for recipients of Title II, Part D competitive funds. Eligible districts must have an approved 2007-2010 District Technology Plan on file at OSPI.
Eligible districts have these demographic and academic profiles:

· Highest percentage of children from families with incomes below the poverty line, AND
· Serve one or more schools identified for improvement, OR
· Did not meet Annual Yearly Progress, OR

· Have a substantial need for assistance with the purchase and use of technology.
Multiple applications per school and applications that encompass multiple school buildings within a district are acceptable. Important − applicants may be listed on only one grant application.

Expectations and Program activities
Applicants for this grant must:

· Have access to a valid email account;
· Have basic skills in using productivity software and the Internet.

Applicants for this grant must participate in these program activities:
· All grantees must participate fully in all evaluation activities, which could include site visits, surveys, interviews of coaches and participating teachers and the review of coaching records; 

· Coach at least one teacher during the 2009-10 school year;
· Attend summer training and specific additional training sessions during the school year;
· Attend the 2010 NCCE conference in Seattle. Registration and travel expenses are covered by the grant;
· Keep a record of coaching activities; and
· Participation in the peer coach learning community – in person and online.

One signed original document and two copies of the applications (three hard copies total) must reach OSPI no later than 3:00 pm on Tuesday, March 31, 2009 via mail or delivery services.
Note: Applications received via the U.S. Postal Service that are received after March 31, but are postmarked by March 30, 2009, will be considered eligible for review. 
Successful applicants will be notified by April 14, 2009.
