Washington Administrative Code (WAC) 392-144-160 requires school districts to annually evaluate each authorized driver for continuing compliance with the provisions of chapter 392-144 WAC.  Each school district shall verify that each authorized driver continues to meet the requirements in WAC 392-144-102, including the physical requirements of WAC 392-144-102(5)(a)–(d) as well as verify that each authorized driver has provided a disclosure in writing, signed and sworn under penalty of perjury, which updates the disclosure required in WAC 392-144-102(4).  A sample school bus driver’s annual disclosure form is available on our Student Transportation Web site under the link entitled “Forms.”  The evaluation will also ensure that each authorized driver has not violated the disqualifying conditions listed in WAC 392-144-103.

In addition, school districts need to update the School Bus Drivers’ Online Database in the Education Data System (EDS) to ensure the accuracy of their school bus drivers’ records.  
Attached is the School Bus Driver Compliance Report, School Year 2011–12, Form SPI 1799.  

1. Open the PDF document; enter your school district’s name in the designated area. (This form can also be found on the Student Transportation homepage under the link entitled, Forms.)
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2. Complete the requirements listed and print Form SPI 1799.
3. The superintendent or designee must sign this compliance report.
4. Please return the signed School Bus Driver Compliance Report, Form SPI 1799, to your regional transportation coordinator by October 31, 2011.
