
Instructions for Completing the 
School Bus Driver Compliance Report 1799
Explanation of Compliance Report
Washington Administrative Code (WAC) 392-144-160 requires school districts to annually evaluate each authorized school bus driver for continuing compliance with the provisions of chapter 392-144 WAC.  Each school district shall verify that each authorized driver continues to meet the requirements in WAC 392-144-102.
Explanation of Online Database
The School Bus Drivers Authorization Online Database is the application that school districts use to maintain the minimum requirements of chapter 392-144 WAC on all school bus drivers.  The instructions on how to use the School Bus Drivers Web site are available after an individual has logged into the Web site and is located under the link entitled, “Online Instructions.”  

Explanation on Completing Report 1799

1. Verify that each driver is in compliance with chapter 329-144 WAC and that each authorized driver has met the requirements of Report 1799.
2. Verify that the information on your School Bus Drivers Web site is up to date.  
3. Complete and sign Form 1799 and return this report to your regional transportation coordinator by October 31, 2011.  

PLEASE NOTE: If an authorized school bus driver is on an extended personal leave of absence or a medical condition related leave of absence, the driver is required to meet all the requirements of an authorized school bus driver prior to resuming duties as a school bus driver transporting students.
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
