-4 degreeds- 6 months
A Thawed breastmilk: 24 hours

Preparing breastmilk

A Use food prep areas

A Wash hands before and after feeds
A Assure each container is labeled

A Use oldest milk first

A Defrost in the refrigerator or under cool running
water

A Note name and date beforéeeding
A Never microwave
A Swirlgently tomix



Bottle feeding

ABegin feedings when babies give EARLY
hunger cues

ACrying is a distress signal, not a hunger cue
AAllow breaks for burping

AStop feeding when baby cues you

Alf baby is fussy use repetition to soothe
