Directions

Content Area Professional Development Needs Assessment Worksheet
Purpose of the needs assessments:  For teachers on each grade level to create a personal profile of their strengths and weaknesses in providing reading, mathematics, and science instruction based on the grade level expectations (GLE) and student performance data.

How to use the charts:  Based on evidence of student learning, teachers self-assess professional growth needs using disaggregated assessment results and professional judgment.  
Step One:

· Place a “1” in the box “Most students NOT performing at standard” if the data indicates that the majority of your students are not able to perform this GLE successfully

· Place a “2” in the box “Most students performing at standard” if most of your students are performing this GLE successfully and you need to make remediation and improvement plans for a few students not “at standard”
· Place a “3” in the box “All students performing at standard” if the data indicates that all students are able to master this GLE successfully
Step Two:  Once Step One is completed for the entire plotting worksheet, then all the boxes grouped together for each GLE are averaged and scored indicating various Components in which the teacher could focus professional development.
Step Three: Once Step Two is completed, teachers look at the areas demonstrating “high need” and prioritize according to professional judgment.  Those areas of highest priority are chosen for personal professional growth goals.  Once the goals have been chosen, a personal professional growth plan is made.
