	What is the purpose?
	To determine how many Washington Reading Corps students received tutoring services, and improved their academic achievement as defined by the standardized pre-post test administered at your site.


	Who should complete this instrument?
	Site Supervisors, WRC AmeriCorps members, Community volunteers, or other trained staff should complete the Tracking Log for each student who is tutored.



	When should we complete this instrument?
	Enter data as students receive tutoring services throughout the year, and as pre- and post-test scores become available. Submissions are due by October 31, 2011 (initial pre-test data), and June 22, 1012 (completed pre and post-test data).


	What information should we provide? 
	Project, School, and District Information

Enter your project site, school district, and school.

Student Information
Provide the student name, ten digit state student ID number, grade, and teacher.
Tutoring Plan

Enter the student’s start date, and duration of tutoring services. Enter the number of minutes per day. Use whole numbers for easy addition. Enter group size, the name of the assessment you are using. For pre- and post test scores, you can either use oral reading fluency, or words correct per minute.  Also, enter the exit date, and briefly explain the exit reason (E.g. student achieved benchmark, student moved, or another intervention was prescribed, etc). 
Student Achievement

Enter Yes, no, or unsure indicating whether the student improved his or her reading attitude, behavior, and self confidence. Under student outcome, enter yes or no if the student gained at least one grade level, or met benchmark. Use the notes column to provide additional information if the student did not improve reading abilities.
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
