Your child’s results from the spring 2011 High School Proficiency Exam (HSPE) are enclosed. This report is likely identical to the one you received in June. However, scores in June are considered preliminary. Please keep this report for your records.
If your student took an end-of-course exam in math, those scores are located on a separate score report.

State testing is just one of four graduation requirements your child must meet in order to earn a high school diploma. We encourage you to meet with your child’s counselor as early as possible in the school year to ensure your child is on track to graduate.

Students who submitted a Collection of Evidence in June will receive their results in early September. Students who took the reading and/or writing HSPE in August will receive those results at the end of October.
Students who have not passed one or more state high school exams have plenty of options. They can take a math end-of-course exam in January 2012, and the reading and writing HSPE in March 2012, with results for 12th-graders available before graduation. They can also use one of the Certificate of Academic Achievement (CAA) Options, or state-approved alternatives.
