Your child’s results from the spring 2011 Measurements of Student Progress (MSP) are enclosed. If your child is in middle school and took an end-of-course exam in math, you’ll find a separate score report for that.

The front of each score report contains your child’s testing scores. The back shows how he/she performed on specific areas of the tests.
If your child passed all the tests he/she took last spring, you should be proud. If he/she did not pass, please do not worry. The grades 3-8 tests provide a snapshot of how students performed during testing and are not an indicator of classroom performance. That should be the primary measure of your child’s skills and knowledge. If you have a concern about your child’s testing performance, please talk with his/her teacher.
Each spring, all Washington public school students in grades 3-8 and 10 are tested in reading and math. Students in grades 4, 7 and 10 are also tested in writing, and students in grades 5, 8 and 10 are tested in science. This testing meets state and federal requirements.
We pay close attention to the results of state testing. This information helps us improve the way we teach and, ultimately, do a better job of meeting every student’s learning needs.
