Director’s Update -
Doug Gill

Doug updated the group on the Notice of
Proposed Rule Making for Part B. The
proposed rules allow parents to revoke
consent for special education services.
Parents currently have the right to refuse
initial services, but now would have the right
to revoke consent for services currently being
provided. Thisisachangein policy which
previously indicated that the entitlement for
services belonged to the student that was
eligible for services and that parent decisions
could be overruled in a due process hearing.
Other proposed amendments to the rules
relate to technical changes regarding the
calculation of base amounts of Part B and 619
services. Comments are due to OSEP on July
30.

Doug reminded SEAC that the Basic Ed Task
Force Meeting isMonday and Tuesday —
Doug mentioned that the SEAC position
remains the same: Fix Basic Ed and inturn,
you fix Special Ed.

A discussion of the Coordinated Service
Agreements with the ESDs ensued. The
current thinking is that the CSA agreements
should emphasi ze support for the districtsin
regard to the 20 indicators of the annual
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performance report and that fiscal differences
in and among ESDs need to be reconciled.

An update on current legal actions against
OSPI in specia education was provided. A
settlement agreement has been reached with
respect to Frances Haddon Morgan, and a
settlement agreement has been reached in a
due process hearing against one of the
districts.

Special Education
Ombudsman Update,
Kristin Hennessey

Kristin updated the group on the different
areas where there seems to be recurring issues
between parents and the district. These issues
include: unproductive |EP meetings, counter -
productive ways the districts are addressing
behaviors, referral timelines not being
followed, and, required |EP team members
not being present at meetings. She went on to
describe ongoing concerns regarding parents
not understanding when Transition
Assessments should be done along with
teachers not being unaware that a particular
student needs accommodations. To conclude,
Kristin has concerns about the general lack of
understanding regarding basic components of
Specia Education, by parents aswell as on
the district level.

Special Education
Citizen Complaint
(SECC) Update,
Pamela M cPartland

Pam began by updating the group on data
compiled from the 2006-2007 school year on
SECC files opened and Due Process cases
filed. She went on the report on the trends.
The number of Citizen Complaints went up
and the number of Due Process went down.
She noted that one underlying reason for
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SECC numbers going up is implementation
and progress reporting, and as far as the Due
Process numbers going down, she mentioned
amore complicated process may be the
reason.
