Title I, Part A

Legal Requirements
Purpose

Section 1118(e) requires schools to increase the amount of parental and community involvement and build partnerships with parents to increase student achievement. Opportunities should be provided to and consideration given to all parents, including those with disabilities or with limited English proficiency. To achieve this, the following items are required by the law. 
□
How school personnel will distribute information to parents and help them understand the state’s academic achievement standards and assessments. This includes how parents can monitor their children’s progress.

□
How and when materials and training will be provided to parents to help them assist in their children’s academic achievement.

□
How training will be provided to building staff to help them work in partnership with parents. Parents will be encouraged to provide input for and assist in such training.
□
Coordination with other programs within the building also requiring parent involvement, including early childhood programs.
□
How information will be sent to parents. The information must be provided to parents in a form which will be understood by the parents.

This list is not intended to be all inclusive. Building personnel will want to add items which are tailored to the needs and objectives of the community, parents, and staff unique to each building.
