Title I, Part A

Building Parent Involvement Policy/Plans

Checklist

Purpose

Section 1118(b-e) of No Child Left Behind requires each building receiving Title I, Part A funds to have a building parent involvement policy which is developed with and distributed to parents of children in that building. The building plan is in addition to the board-approved district parent involvement policy.

It is important the plan be written so that it will be easily understood by parents. There is no set template or format for the plan but the following items should be included.

□
When and how Title I, Part A requirements will be explained to parents. This is usually done at an annual meeting, such as an open house, in the weeks leading up to parent/teacher conferences or other appropriate time.

□
How and when additional meetings will be held.

□
How parents will be involved in planning, review and improvement of this plan/policy.

□
How parents will be provided information about the Title I, Part A program throughout the year. This should include explanation of curriculum, how student progress is assessed, and the level of achievement expected of the children.

□
How parents may request meetings, provide suggestions, and participate in decisions related to their children’s education.
□
How school personnel will respond to parent’s requests and suggestions.

□
How parents will be involved in the development of the school/parent compact.

□
Ways parents may be more effectively involved with school personnel in improving their children’s academic achievement. This will include activities planned to increase parental participation.
□
Any other items school personnel and parents would like to include. Building personnel are strongly encouraged to tailor the building’s policy to the needs and objectives of staff, parents, and students.
