Chapter 392-153 WAC, Traffic Safety Education has been changed to require six (6) hours of behind-the-wheel training, effective September 1, 2007.
This change will keep public school Traffic Safety Education program requirements in alignment with commercial driving school requirements.  The Department of Licensing (DOL) has revised chapter 308-108 WAC, Driver Training Schools, to require six (6) hours of behind-the-wheel training, effective September 1, 2007.
The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction, Central Washington University Continuing Education Department, and DOL are currently discussing options to make training available for the additional behind-the-wheel instructors that may be needed.  We are working to expedite that process and make it more accesible while maintaining standards.
