C240 L16 (School Safety) 

The purpose of these funds is to support an annual Safety Summit which focuses on 

establishing and monitoring the progress of a statewide plan for funding cost-effective 

methods for school safety that meet local needs, planning and implementation of school 

safety planning efforts, training of school safety professionals, and integrating mental health 

and security measures. 

 

2. Description of services provided: 
To date, eight annual safety summits have been held. The Seventh Annual Summit was held 

virtually on May 11, 2023 and focused on the creation of recommendations to the legislature 

regarding school safety and student well-being. 

 

The Summit is staffed by OSPI and is utilized as a function of the School Safety and Student 

Well-being Advisory Committee (SS-SWAC). Attendees at the Summit include SS-SWAC 

members, ESD personnel, OSPI Staff, and other key stakeholders.

The work of the Summits has laid the groundwork for current statewide safety efforts 

including specific items found in SSHB 1216 (2019). In addition to the work of past summits, 

there are several additional recommendations for work identified at that 2022 7th Annual 

Summit which were summarized in the 2022 School Safety and Student Well-being Advisory 

Committee Legislative Report. The 2024 9th Annual Summit will expand on those 

recommendations and lead to the creation of new and updated recommendations for the 

2024 School Safety and Student Well-being Advisory Committee Legislative Report. 

 

11. Statutory and/or budget language: 
$15,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and $15,000 of the 

general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation 

of chapter 240, Laws of 2016 (school safety).
